e Game 2 — Rhythm Copy Back
Listen to the rhythm and clap back. Copy back short rhythmic phrases
based on words, with one and two syllables whilst marching the
steady beat.

e Game 3 — Rhythm Copy Back, Your Turn
Create rhythms for others to copy.

e Game 4 - Pitch Copy Back and Vocal Warm-up 1
Listen and sing back. Use your voices to copy back using ‘la’, whilst
marching the steady beat.

e Game 4a - Pitch Copy Back and Vocal Warm-up 2
Listen and sing back, and some different vocal warm-ups. Use your
voices to copy back using ‘la’.

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Improvisation

Improvisation is making up your own tunes on the spot.

When someone improvises, they make up their own tune that has

never been heard before. It is not written down and belongs to them.
e FEveryone can improvise, and you can use one or two notes.

Use the improvisation tracks provided. Improvise using the three challenges:
1. Clap and Improvise — Listen and clap back, then listen and clap your
own answer (rhythms of words).
2. Sing, Play and Improvise — Use voices and instruments, listen and sing
back, then listen and play your own answer using one or two notes.
3. Improvise! — Take it in turns to improvise using one or two notes.

e Composing is like writing a story with music.
e Everyone can compose.

e Help create three simple melodies with the Units using one, three or
five different notes.

Performance

A performance is sharing music with an audience.
A performance can be a special occasion and involve a class, a year
group or a whole school.

e An audience can include your parents and friends.

e Choose a song they have learnt from the Scheme and perform it.
e They can add their ideas to the performance.
